STATION NAME BOARDS – BR SOUTHERN REGION 
There are several ways of creating the BR Southern Region station names. This method uses Microsoft Word but I suspect any good word processor will do the job.  You can also produce a similar effect in Paint, Photoshop or similar.

In Word create a text box.


Insert > Text Box

The size is irrelevant as it just needs to be bigger than the sign you are making. It can be changed by dragging the corners. You will then need to change the ‘Fill Colour’ of the text box.

The RGB values for BR Southern Region green are R = 16, G = 151 and B = 30.

Once you have a green text box you can type your station name into it.

The correct font is Gill Sans which is frequently supplied as a standard font but which I believe I downloaded free.

Font Size needs to be around 16pt. You are aiming for text 4mm (1 foot) high. You may need to experiment a bit to ensure that the name fits on the board. Go for LOOKS RIGHT rather than IS RIGHT.  You will probably want to space the characters out a bit. In word: -


Font > Advanced > Character Spacing

The sample below is spaced at 1.1pt but again you may need to experiment.

Obviously the text colour needs to be white.

Assuming you are using an inkjet printer make sure you print either onto photo quality paper or at least a good quality inkjet paper. Poor quality paper will make the green look muddy.

If you are using ordinary inkjet paper a light spray with satin varnish helps to ‘fix’ the image. Don’t use a brush-on varnish as it will smear the ink.

The names can then be cut out and fixed to the nameboard. The sign itself is 5mm high and 48mm long, unless you have cut it down.
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
